STYIM building is a designer condominium built in the Nihonbashi area of Tokyo in
2007. The building contains 54 dwelling units. Dwelling units were designed not only
in floor plans, but also in cross sections which creates unique differences in living
space. The dwelling units of STYIM can be categorized into four spatial types: flat
single level units; maisonette units with half floor 1.5 m up; maisonette units with half
floor 1.5 m down; full double 3 m skip floor units. Structurally designed using a
moment frame system, the building has no visible columns or beams. The building's
facade directly expressing the building composition looks simple, but is complex in
its detail.

In conventional office chair design, depth of seating and posture when sitting upright
or leaning back are taken for granted.

But after studying people's seated posture, this company determined that only about
one in three people sits in the ideal position, with their lower back firmly supported.
Their solution lies in the unprecedented mechanisms of this chair, which move the
seat down and back, while moving the lumbar support forward. The manufacturer
calls these mechanisms the passive slide seat, or PSS, and active lumbar support,
or ALS. For a seat back material that flexes in response to these motions, the
developers chose elastomer resin, with properties halfway between plastic and
rubber.

Because one's back is next to a mesh instead of a solid surface, users stay dry and
comfortable even after sitting for extended periods.

In appearance, the chair reflects Japanese aesthetics. Vertical stripes down the
back of the chair, revealing what's behind it, are reminiscent of a lattice or Japanese
shoji screen with rays of sunlight shining through.

We started the Design Shachihata project in 2005 in celebration of the company's
80th anniversary. With the cooperation of product designer Naoto Fukasawa, the
project aims at establishing a product identity with a uniform image by raising the
mark to a higher level with regards to the design of our flagship products .

With the key phrase of the project being "a brand you experience with your fingers",
we have taken notice of the natural movements of the hands and fingers, how they
work, and have aimed for designs that are as simple as possible and which meet
various user applications.

For example, we have added a slight indentation where the user's index finger
makes contact with the body of the stamp; this indentation functions as an indicator
for the direction of the characters on the stamp, and this has been made a salient
feature of the design.

We have aimed at the shared feelings users have when touching our products
embodying the Shachihata brand and product identity. The colours and textures of
the products are derived from the black and vermillion of traditional Japanese
lacquer ware; products with new functions or which utilize new technology are thus
shown to carry on from traditional stamps.

The Shachihata logo is derived from the two words that make up its name -
"shachihoko”, a mythical carp, an auspicious protector of well-being, and "hata”,
Japanese for "flag".The name pen, vermillion ink pad and the stamp pad have
already been put into production, and have garnered Good Design Awards.
